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POLICY:

 The purpose of this policy is to describe the procedure in which the Annual Meeting Committee, in conjunction with the Oregon Academy office, is responsible for negotiating fees for Annual Meeting speakers within the determined budget.  

PROCEDURES:

1. Fees should be commensurate with the speaker’s expertise and actual speaking time (e.g. given equivalent experience, a speaker giving a one hour presentation would normally receive more than a panelist who is one of three presenters over an hour).  

2. Speakers who wish to attend the education program are expected to submit registration forms and fees for any day other than the one he/she is speaking.  The fee for the day for which he/she is speaking will be part of the speaker stipend.
3. The Committee is responsible for communicating with the Oregon Academy office any special arrangements with Speakers.

4. Gifts for speakers may be included at the Committee’s discretion within the determined budget.  As gifts vary from year-to-year or from speaker-to-speaker, presentation of the gifts will not be made as part of the public program.
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
